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A message from Fr Juan C. Gaviria  

The season of Easter concludes with today's celebration, the feast of Pentecost. On Pentecost we celebrate the 
descent of the Holy Spirit upon the Apostles gathered in the upper room in Jerusalem; this event marks the 
beginning of the Church. The story of Pentecost is found in the Acts of the Apostles, today's first reading. 
The account in today's Gospel, taken from the Gospel of John, also recounts how Jesus gave the gift of the 
Holy Spirit to his disciples. There is no need to try to reconcile these two accounts to each other. It is enough 
to know that, after his death, Jesus fulfilled his promise to send to his disciples a helper, an advocate, who 
would enable them to be his witnesses throughout the world. 

We previously heard today's Gospel on the second Sunday of Easter. At that time, we also heard the passage 
that follows, which describes Jesus' appearance to Thomas. In that context, we were led to reflect on belief 
and unbelief. 

In the context of the feast of Pentecost, this reading reminds us about the integral connection between the 
gifts of peace and forgiveness and the action of the Holy Spirit. Jesus greets his disciples with the gift of 
peace. Jesus then commissions his disciples to continue the work that he has begun, ñAs the Father has sent 
me, so I send you.ò As he breathes the Holy Spirit upon them, Jesus sends his disciples to continue his work 
of reconciliation through the forgiveness of sins. 

This Gospel reminds us that the Church is called to be a reconciling presence in the world. This reconciling 
presence of Christ is celebrated in the Church's sacramental life. In the Sacrament of Baptism, we are washed 
clean from sin and become a new creation in Christ. In the Sacrament of Penance, the Church celebrates the 
mercy of God in forgiving sins. This reconciling presence is also to be a way of life for Christians. In 
situations of conflict, we are to be agents of peace and harmony among people.

MINISTRIES  
 

Baptism:  Parents who wish to have their child baptized need to 
call the Rectory. Preparation classes are required and are by 
appointment only.  
 
Sponsors and Godparents:  Church law mandates that a 
sponsor for baptism and confirmation be an active Confirmed  
Catholic.  An active Catholic is a parishioner who is registered, 
attends Mass weekly, contributes to the support of the church, is 
in a valid Catholic marriage (if married), and leads a life 
compatible with Church teaching. We can only write letters of 
eligibility for parishioners who meet these criteria. 
 
Matrimony: Couples contemplating this Sacrament must 
contact the Parish Office at least one year in advance. All 
couples planning marriage must attend Pre-Cana classes or 
Engaged Encounter. 
 
Ministry of the Sick:  Parishioners who are homebound and  
would like to receive the Eucharist, please call the Rectory.  
 
Religious Education Classes: For information on Religious 
Education classes, please contact our Religious Education office 
at 732-521-1188. New registrations are accepted from 4/1 - 
5/30.  
 
RCIA:  Adults inquiring about the Catholic Church with a 
desire to become Catholic are invited to call the Parish Office 
for more information about the Rite of Catholic Initiation of 
Adults which begins in September and runs through the 
following Easter.

REFLEXIONES  
çSoy el Alfa y el Omega, el primero y el ¼ltimo, el 
comienzo y el finalè  (Revelaci·n 22:13) 
Eso es un recordatorio de cómo debemos vivir 

nuestras vidas las 24 horas del día, 7 días a la semana- 
poniendo a Dios de primero en todo lo que hacemos. No 
solamente cuando estoy en Misa y en las actividades 
parroquiales, sino cuando estoy en el mundo, en el trabajo o en 
la escuela.  Vivir agradecidos y generosamente es un estilo de 
vida intencional.  Cada decisión que usted toma lo acerca más 
a Dios o lo aleja de Él.  ¡Escoja sabiamente! 

El tiempo de Pascua termina hoy con la celebraci·n de Pentecost®s.  Hoy conmemoramos el descenso del Esp²ritu 
Santo sobre los Ap·stoles reunidos en la sala de la ¼ltima cena en Jerusal®n; este evento marca el comienzo de la 
Iglesia.  Esta historia la encontramos en el libro de los Hechos de los Ap·stoles.  El evangelio de hoy, tomado de San 
Juan, tambi®n nos recuerda c·mo Jes¼s les regala a sus ap·stoles el Esp²ritu Santo.  No hay necesidad de reconciliar 
esas dos historias.  Es suficiente saber que, luego de su muerte, Jes¼s cumple su promesa de enviarles a sus 
disc²pulos a un abogado defensor quien les permitir§ a ellos ser sus testigos a trav®s del mundo. 

Anteriormente escuchamos el evangelio de hoy, el segundo domingo de Pascua.  En ese momento, tambi®n 
escuchamos el pasaje que sigue, el cual describe la aparici·n de Jes¼s a Tom§s.  En ese contexto, somos llamados a 
reflexionar sobre la fe y sobre la duda. 

En el contexto de la fiesta de Pentecost®s, esta lectura nos recuerda la conexi·n integral entre los regalos de paz y 
perd·n y sobre la acci·n del Esp²ritu Santo.  Jes¼s saluda a sus disc²pulos con el regalo de la paz.  Jes¼s comisiona a 
sus disc²pulos a continuar el trabajo que El ha comenzado, ñComo el Padre me ha enviado, as² yo los env²o a 
ustedes.ò  De manera que El sopla sobre ellos, les env²a al Esp²ritu Santo y les manda a ellos a continuar su trabajo 
de reconciliaci·n por medio del perd·n de los pecados. 

El evangelio nos recuerda que la Iglesia est§ llamada a ser la presencia reconciliadora en el mundo.  Esta figura 
reconciliadora de Cristo se celebra en la vida sacramental de la Iglesia.  En el sacramento del bautismo, somos 
purificados del pecado y somos una nueva creaci·n en Cristo.  En el sacramento de la reconciliaci·n, la Iglesia 
celebra la misericordia de Dios en el perd·n de los pecados.  La presencia reconciliadora es tambi®n una forma de 
vida para los cristianos.  En situaciones de conflicto, somos llamados a ser agenes de paz y armon²a en medio del 
mundo.

Ley de Refugio Seguro de Nueva Jersey: en virtud de la Ley de protección infantil de refugio seguro de Nueva Jersey, 
una persona puede entregar anónimamente a un bebé no deseado. El propósito de la política de Refugio Seguro (Safe 
Haven) es proteger a los bebés no deseados de sufrir heridas o incluso la muerte al ser abandonados de una manera  no 
segura para el bebé. Un padre o una madre angustiados por que no pueden cuidar a un bebé, tienen la opción de renun-
ciar a su custodia de una forma segura, legal y anónima cuando el bebé tiene menos de 30 días de nacido. Todo lo que se 
requiere es que el bebé sea llevado a la sala de emergencias de un hospital, estación de policía, estación de bomberos, 
ambulancia, lugares de primeros auxilios y/o grupos de rescate en Nueva Jersey que cuentan con personal las 24 horas 
del día, los siete días de la semana.   Mientras el niño no muestre signos de abuso intencional, no se requiere ningún 
nombre u otra información de los padres.  Para obtener información sobre las salas de emergencias de los hospitales, 
estaciones de policía, estaciones de bomberos, ambulancias, primeros auxilios y grupos de rescate en el estado donde 
pueden entregar al bebé, los padres pueden llamar a la línea directa de Refugio Seguro (Safe Haven), 1-877-839-2339.
